Following the amendment of the Capital Markets Authority Act,
Cap.84 in 2016, Regulatory Notice No. 1 of 2015 was rendered
redundant. The Capital Markets Authority Act Cap. 84 now expands
the definition of securities to include and go far beyond what was
previously referred to as exceptional securities. It further gives CMA
the authority to draft regulations and issue guidelines with respect to
the said securities.

This is to therefore inform you that Regulatory Notice No.1 of 2015 is
withdrawn with immediate effect.
